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What is Praise ‘N The Park?

Praise ‘N the Park (aka PNP) is a weekend event sponsored by the Missouri District Youth
Department in an effort to unite Apostolics from across the Midwest for the purpose of having
some good, quality, wholesome, family-friendly fun. Special rates and discounts throughout all
of Branson, MO, have been negotiated on behalf of PNP attendees, making this once-a-year
event a “can’t miss” for men, women, and children of all ages.

Who can attend Praise ‘N The Park?

Praise ‘N The Park is designed to satisfy everyone’s likes and enjoyments. Branson always has

something special for the children, teenagers, young couples, families, middle-aged, and seniors
alike. This is a great opportunity to take part in a fun-filled few days experiencing excitement for
everyone regardless of age or preference.

Where is Praise ‘N The Park located?

The actual “park” part of Praise ‘N The Park is hosted by Silver Dollar City—recently named
one of America’s best “family-friendly” theme parks—in Branson, MO. However, PNP is about
more than just the park itself. Included in the event are numerous promotions at area hotels,
shows, attractions and restaurants. Branson, Missouri, has truly become one of America’s
greatest tourist destinations.

When is Praise ‘N The Park?

Praise N’ The Park is a two-day event at Silver Dollar City (aka SDC) beginning at 3:00pm on
Friday September 30" through Saturday, October 1'— so be sure tickets are safely kept!
However, the discounts throughout Branson afforded to all paid attendees may be used during a
5-day period. All “Bonus Card” promotions are in place starting Wednesday, September 28" —
Sunday, October 2" So come early, make a vacation out of it, and take full advantage of all the
discounted lodging, food, and fun just for PNP participants.




What discounts and/or promotions does the PNP Bonus Card offer?

For a full list of all the special offers from area hotels, shows, attractions, and restaurants, go to
the PNP page at the MO District Youth website (www.moyouth.com) to download and print
your copy of the PNP Bonus Card. This form, however, is for informational purposes only. In
order to receive the discounts at area businesses, either a PNP ticket stub or specially-sold $10
concert ticket (see below) must be presented.

How much does a ticket cost?

The cost of an adult ticket for PNP is $45. The cost of a child ticket (ages 4-11) is $40. Children
3 and under are free. This single ticket purchase is 25% off of the normal gate price ($60), and
grants park access for both Friday afternoon and all day Saturday! That alone is a great savings,
but factor in the additional discounts and promotions throughout Branson that come included
with the same, single ticket purchase, and it’s clear to see that this is an outstanding deal.

What do I get with my ticket purchase?
The single ticket purchase provides the following:

* Entrance to SDC on Friday, September 30" at 3pm

* Entrance to the PNP Concert Friday evening at 6pm

* Entrance to SDC on Saturday, October 1% (all day access)

* All of the special promotions given by businesses throughout Branson, MO,
by way of the PNP Bonus Card

What if I already have a SDC Season Pass?

A SDC season pass holder will certainly be granted access to the park at all times with no
additional PNP ticket purchase needed. However, as mentioned above, season pass holders will
not be granted access to the Praise ‘N The Park concert without purchasing a $10 ticket. These

additional “Concert Tickets” will be sold at the door prior to the concert and allow entrance to
the concert as well as provide all of the “Bonus Card” discounts. So all SDC season pass holders
are strongly encouraged to purchase this ticket and join the other concert goers. A “Concert
Ticket” must be presented to each area business in order to receive all the discounts provided by
the “Bonus Card.”

What’s this about a PNP Concert?

There will be a special Praise ‘N The Park concert inside of SDC after the park closes on Friday
evening. The concert will showcase some of the best local talent that the MO District has to offer
and conclude with the feature group, Gateway College of Evangelism. The concert will be hosted
in the Red Gold Heritage Hall starting at 6pm. The park itself will then close, so anyone without
a PNP ticket or special concert ticket must exit the park at that time.
